and stencilled cobalt-slip decoration; brushed straight and 
wavy lines, sharply-cut stencil with maker information; 
below this, a freehand numeral, flanked by three wavy 
lines, one side of which appears to have been smudged 
before firing; somewhat concave base is largely unglazed.
